“I'm tellllng you, you should go to
Harry's New York Bar,” the busy-
body sald. “It's at No. 5 Donay
Strect.”

Known as Spanish Town in the 18th century,
Virgln Gorda hns “more than its share of ter-
restrial odditles,” according to Mitchell.

One of the most Interesting is the geologic
formatlon known as “The Baths." This granite
“labyrinth sculptured by wind and wave,” was
formed by glant boulders, many of which are
larger than two-story homes.

Other interesting ftinerary consideratlons
will inctude:

Road Harbor, with a flnc old Government
House; West End Harbour, where escaping
Danish slaves found refuge with British set-
tlers; plcture-postcard Peter Island, fong the
escape haven for those looking for peace of
mind; and secluded Cruz Bay, the village capl-
tal of American-held St. John, a splendid trop-
lcal wilderness {most of it a national park)
known for a fragrant bayteee forest and bush-
covered plantation rulns,
