Black-white attitudes
documented in quilts

One of the newcomers to the always
Impressive roster of spcakers on Amer-
fean quilts and quilting at the Somerset
Mall qullt show, May 1516, will be
Cuesta Benberry of St. Louls, Mo,

“I've been walting years. for her,
she’s so exciting,” said Merry Siiber,
quilt show co-dircctor.

Benberry, recently inducted Into the
Quilter's Hall of Fame, Is student, writ-
er and lecturer on Afro-American and
Slave qullts,

“My study ls an historical study,”
Benberry, a remedial English teacher,

Shn approached her study from sev-
cral points of view and found herself
gathering a wealth of materjal, One as-
pect of her study is how black people
are and were affected by the images
white people have of them. The other 1s
the study of Afro-American qullters
and’ qullts made by white people using

- black people as subject matter.

These latter, she said follow the his-
tore view white people have had of
black people — from sterotypical grin-
ning black faces in carlier quilts to
gradually increasing human view ln uze
‘803 and '70s to the present with a “sc-
1ous Interest in black American histo-

+ Benberry sald women often made
quilts to be sold at fairs to raise funds
!nr a project.

Benberry, born In Cinclunati, sald
she was raised by a g;rnndmnthnr who
made “under the spread” or purely util-
\tarian quilts. It was through ber bus-
band’s family from Western Kentucky
that she was introduced to outstanding
quilts and quilters,

“When I went to Kentucky, I found
they called thelr quilts by names and

clpated, (in qullt competi-

uons) in county fairs . . . I belleve the -

‘quitts ave really history — they do re-
flect attitudes,” sho sald.

' Very few slave-made quilts survive,
slmply because they were made to be

'used, not saved, she sald, And quly in

\solated arcas, parts of rural Mississlp-
.pl, Alabama and the sea Islands of
‘South Carolina, is there much differ-

ence in the patterns made by whites
and blacks, She sald some of these were
pleced in vertical stripes and “were a
combinatton of American and improvi-
satlon,™ — mentioning “nine-patch” as
one of them. .
