New Pmccdum and requirements
deslgned to Improve personnl [dentifl-
cation eards iasued by the Depariment
of State, went into cﬂcct Oct. 1, Secre-
tary of State Richard Austin sald.

Peraonal identification cards are the
same slze and color as driver licenses
and are issued on request. More than
800,000 such cards have been lssued
since 1978, when the Department of
State was xlvnn responslbllity for tden-
tification cards.

The Department will implement the
followlng changes effectlve in October.

® Computerlze the records of Identi-
flcation cards issued on or after Oct. 1,
1985. Prevlously, this was donc manu-
ally.
@ Issue (denlification cards only to
those Indlviduals who do not have a

driver license. Previously,
could apply.

@ Issuc [dentification cards for a pe-
riod of four years, Previously, identlfi-
catlon cards were Lssued for an lmlcll-
nite perfod.

All current cards now In lon
of indlviduala will expire on the card-
holder’s birthday In 1987.

Although a driver license i3 not in-
tended as Identification, it has been
used more and more during the last
two decades for identification purposes
