ONE OF the most-repeated critl-
cisms about the former council was
it's political involvement. Although
the organization began on a positive
note, it eventually became too in- .
volved wlith politics, often belng
forced to take sldes that were not al-
ways [n the clty's best fnterest, .

Other erlticlsms included that the
homeowners council — at least in fts
waning moments — was used to but-
tress local political carecrs,

* The need for commitment as a
“necessary ingeedient In the reorg-
anization" of the former council was
considered Important, Johnson sald,
To that end, subdivision assoclations

are belng asked to write letters ex-
pressing commitment to a reorgan.
ized homeowners council. Letters
should be written prior to the sched-
uled August meeting.

In discussing the council’s revival,
nelghborhood representatives sald
they wanted to ensure that such an
organlzation truly represented the
nelghborhoods.

At the least, representatives sald,
the revived homeowners council also
must veice the opinlon of those with-
in the organization that disagree
with a majorlty opinion on any topie,
Johnson said, .
