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fresh, practice and malntaln thelr
skills as both firefighters and pro-
viders of emergency medical ser-
vice. Volunteers recelve the same
training as the fulltime fire-
fighters. And they are encouraged
o seek out additional training,
Shurtleff said.

Perhaps the only area In which
Gebhard, as a woman, has experi-
enced a limitation is in dragging a
more than 100-pound dummy up
and down stairs durlng drills, while
wearlng 70 pounds of gear. The
gear includes alrpacks - standard
cquipment on all calls.

BUT THAT'S not necessarily an
obstacle for a firefighter.

“Yeah, there are times when a
big, burly 6-foot, 280-pound mate
has an advantage, and there are
times when a 5-foot-7, 110-pound
female has an advantage,” Shurt-
leff said. “It’s a question of when
one is golng te be good, and when

Gebhard, in fact, enjoys the
physical nature of the job,

“If you cnjoy working out, you
won't mind the physical nature of
it. This Is a job for people who like
to get dirty,” she sald.

But Gebhard has only fought six
actual flres since starting a year
ago. That's because the majorlty of
calls are not major fires, Out of
3,000 calls recelved by the depart-
ment, only 59 have been structural
fires. Many are false alarms or
medical calls, Shurtle!f said,

To remain ellgible as volunteers,
firefighters are required to Ppartici-
pate in 35 percent of the fire calls
in thelr area. But most volunteers
exceed that,

in moving heavy objects. Because
fircfighters operate on the “buddy
system the chances of having to do
a solo rescue arc probably very
miniscule,” Shurtleff said.
