The Clarenceville School District
has big plans for the smail screen,

Clarencevllie has been constdering
how to use cable telavision for four
years, said Patricia Vickery, admin-
Istrative assistant for instruction.
Now some ideas on the subject are
starting to turn into action,

The district, which includes parts
of Livonia, Redford and Farmington
Hills, has hired Sharon McDonald,
producer of the Farmington cable
show, “Community Upbeat,” as a
part-time cable television teacher
for this year, The position may be-
come full time in the future, Vickery
said.

“I'm very exeited about
-(McDonald),” she said. “She is really
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an enthusiastic person. I'm really
quite cxcited about having her. I
think she's going ta be very good for
the community in terms of informa-
tfon.”

McDonald has four responsiblll-
ties, Vickery said. These are:

® To develop the curriculum for
cable television classes, The classes
will present both an overview of the
components of cable TV as well as
morc-specialized  areas, such as
lighting, scripting and preduction,
Vickery said. They are expected to
start in the mext school year and
may be offered to grades 1012, she
said,
