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'Ilfmproving your
winter portfolio

While until last week, the snow has been light,
you and I both know more will soon be on the way.
And when It arrlves, don't let it keep you and your
camera lndoors. .

Winter scencs are beautlful and have a mood
all their own. The minor discomfort you might
encounter in the cold air 1s well worth the exclting
pictures that can be yours,

Here are some tips to help you capture those
dramatle winter scenes on film:

® Keep your camera and Illm as warm as pos-
sible by kecping them under your facket until it's
time to shoot.
- ® Use a slow, steady motion to advance the
flim {rom one exposure to the next. This will re-
duce the strain on cold film:and climinate the pos-
sibility of statle electric marks on the film,

@ Wear thin gloves under your regular, heavier
ones, When you're about 1o take & shot, remove
the outer gloves leaving the inner pair for tempo-
raky protection while you focus and snap, .

‘® Pay attention to lighting. Back or slde light-
ing will enable you to capture- the sparkle and
textures of snow not with head

However, Intentlonal lens flare can add drama
and mood to your winter scenes, so experiment
with a few shots,

® With color film, use your polarizer filter ona
blue sky day. The resulting deep blue sky In your
finlshed shot will look extra-dramatic against the
sparkling snow,

® Many winter scenes are monochromatic, so
now [s a good time to experiment with some black
and white film. Those of you who have never shot
in black and white, will be pleasantly surprised at
your results. i

Be aware that snow can fool your camera’s
meter. Winter scenes often don't contain the aver-
age proportions of lightness and darkness that all
meters are callbrated to read.

Try taking a meter reading {rom your hand or a
‘“'gray" card or use an Incident Jight meter if you
have one. A general rule to follow in winter
scenes with lots of snow Is to “open-up” ene to two
f-stops from what the meter indlcates.

Be on the lookout for closeup and unusual pic-
ture possibllities. Frost patterns on a window,
sunlight through an lcicle and snow

lighting.
& Sun and bright snow will Increase the chance
of lens flare, so be sure (o use your lens shade.
