teacher conferences,” Wade suid.

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Finns host retiring consul

Members of the Finnish Cultural
Association will host a reception for
Harri M. Virjo, who is concluding his
career as Consul of Finland for
Michigan, and his wife, Ircne Virjo,
at 3 p.m. Sunday, May 24, in Finnish
Cultural Center, 35200 Eight Mile.

Virjo was born in Finland in 1912,
graduated from the University of
Helsinkl, studied in Sweden, England
and Germany and served with dis-
tinction in the Finnish army for six
years where he rose to the rank of
captain. He was wounded twice in
service during the Winter War and
War of Continuatton, receiving four
decorations from Fleld Marshall
Mannerhelm.

In 1945, Virjo arrived in the US.
He was appointed by the Presldent
of Finland to the office of Vice Con-
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Virjo organized many activitl
among the Finnish-Americans. He
planned the three-day visit of Presi-
dent Urho Kekkonen in 1961, with
the help of the Finnish Central Com-
mittee, which he founded in his
hame,

When the newly formed Finnish
Center Association absorbed the
Finnish Central Committee In Feb-
ruary 1966, Virjo, as a charter mem-
ber, became the first vice president
of the FCA. In September 1974 he as-
sisted in the ribbon-culting for the
opening of the Finnish Cultural Cen-
ter, the home of Finnish Center As-
sociatlon In Farmington Hllls. .

Virjo is a life member of the Finn-
ish-American Historical Socicty,
past board member of the Scandina-

Amerl
and a contlnulng member of the
Norse Civle Assoctation.

He was also a founder of the Scan-
dinavian Businessmen's Club and Is
serving as advlser to the committee
for FinnFest USA '87 — Detroit
Metro.

There have been several interna-
tlonal awards. The Presldent of Fin-
land awarded Virjo with the Order
of the Finnish Llon, Knight Flrst
Class as well as the Commander of
the Order of the Finnish Lton.

The City of Detrolt has made him
an hanorary cltizen and the Interna.
tional Consular College in Rich-
mond, Va,, made him Consul of the
Year in 1975,
