Another is
more interested in power — the
power a modern saint would give
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him within the church.

The (rouble is, the young man sim-
ply will not conform to anyane’s pre-
conceived ideas about how a saint or
healer should behave.

Although not a crime story,
“Touch” races toward 3 violent and

p { climax, while achievl
the suspense millions of readers
have come to expeet in Leonard’s
novels, In the author's own words,
“Touch" is “way off-irall compared
to what 1 usually wrlte, but it
shouldn't be mystifylng unless you
1ook for symbols, hidden meanings.
