Burns, who has won 17 Michigan
men's champlonships, 27 natlonal
championship and 17 internatlonal
titles, is one of the nation’s pioncers
in the sport of table tennis.

Brose is considered by many as
one of the best tennis players ever
from the Detroit area. He led Michi-
gan State University to the Big 10
tennls champlonship in 1951 and Is a
five-time clty of Detrolt champion
and three-time stale champion.

The late Sam Bishop — born Sam
Goldstein in Benton Harbor — wasa
high school star {n baseball and foot-
ball. He later became a high schoot
coach at Detrolt Northwestern
where he won six city champlon-
ships. He also coached track and
baseball.

All three of this year's honorees
will be inducted Into the Michlgan
Jewish Sports Hall of Fame at the
annual banquet scheduled for Nov. 7
at Congregation Shaarey Zedek In
Southfield.
