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Holly gets county ally in bucking prison

Resldents of rural Holly Townshlp
are persuading the Oakland County
Board of Commlssloners to joln
them In blocklng a state prison site
in thelr northwestern corner of the
county.

The board’s gencral government
commitiee Monday joined Holly offi-
clals inv opposing placement of a
new state prison on the former Adel-
phian Academy property on a 5-3
vote,

Three committee Democrats
voted no, arguing the county

shouldn't be helping one community
at the possible expense of others.

“We' re not winning any [riends
and we're making a world of ene-
mies on something we have no con-
trol over,” sald Commissioner
Dennis Aaron, D-Oak Park,

“I'm not against Holly” added
Commlssioner Lillian Jaffe Oaks, D-
Southfield, “bul other communities
have the same problem.”

Favoring the resolutlon were Re-
publicans Donald Blshop of Roches-
ter, Roy Rewold of Rochester Hills,
Robert Page of Birmingham, Donald
densen of Blrmingham and Chalr-
man Richard Skarritt of Milford.

“The nearest hospital is 28 miles
away, Holly has only a small volun-
teer fire department. There is no
publle transportatlon for visitors,”
Cane said.

““The Intent of the reglonal prisons
pollcy s to put them near the prison.
ers' homes. Holly generates only
one-10th of 1 percent of all prisoners
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In the Oakland County Jail" and
probably a smaller proportion of
state prisoners, Cane said.

“Fish Lake Road needs recon-
struction because there Is a sharp
dip,” he sald.

The prison would hurt Holly's ef-
forts to be a recreation and tourism

spot, Cane sald.

“High-intensity lights would dis.
turb campers at Seven Lakes State
Park. There are residentlal develop-
meats adjacent to the slte and two
elementary schools nearby.

“The village of Holly has inade-
quate water pressure now. The sew-
er system would be at capacity (if
the prison were built), allowing no
capaclty for future development.”
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
