Drought to be felt
in school cafeterias

- (AP) — The drought of 1988 will
undoubtedly go down in textbooks as
one of the worst dry spells of the
century, but students returning to
school this fall may learn that lesson
firsthand n the cafcteria,

Many schools nationwide witl have
to adjust the cost as well as the con.
tent of schoot lunches to compensate
for drastically reduced crop ylelds
caused by the drought, officlals say.

“"We don't yet know how many lo-
cal school districts wlil have to raise
prices, but we do belleve the dis-
tricts will have to compensate for
the Increased costs,” sald Roger
