Work
in a generous amount of benemeal,
1f more than one plant Is put in the
bed, place them about a foot apart 5o
that the leaves will grow more ' p-
right, which encourages the flower
stems to grow longer,

After planting, water well and
continue to water whlile the plants
are actively growing. These plants,
besldes being cold-hardy, can with-
stand drought In the summer, as that
is the natural dormancy

Unless the summer weather Is ex-
tremely hot and dry, watering will
not be necessary. Very little atten-
tion s needed through the year. Al-
though tempting as foliage for in-
door arrangements, the evergreen
leaves produce the energy for the
pext flower crop so they shouldn’t be
