To create a roso of show quality,
the two buds or eyes on elther side of
the atem must be rubbed out so that
the center blooom will be of superior
quality. If this Isn’t done, the two
alde shoots wlill bloom flrst and begin
to fade before the center blossom
opens. It takes a trained eye to sco
the buds as they are forming on el-
ther alde of the maln atem, but Von
Koss Is an expert. When o rose is
being grown for competition, he
knows just what steps to take to
make it a winncr.

When I asked blm which rose is a
favorite, he replled, “Ask me at dit-

ferent times — 1t varles — some-
timea they're 20 pretty they'll knock
your sox off.”

The best tmo to plant a rose, ac-
cordlng to this gentieman, is In the
spring. However, if one is to bo
transplanted, fall is the fdeal Umo
since they arv dormant. A rose Is
dormant when the temperature
reaches 26 degrees, 30 the tremen-
dous task of putting the reses to bed
for the winter- begins around
‘Thanksgiving. Roses are pruned and
covered with rose cones or with a
cold frame system that Von Koss
bullds. Tender roscs such as the
green one and Royal Highness (both
are china roses) and others, are bur-
Ied, pot and all, in the ground for
winter hlbernation. They are latd on
thelr sides, without pruning, for the
duration.

When disease strikes a rose, Von
Koss, a teacher and lecturer, some-
times lets it progress 30 he can take
plctures of It to dlscuss in his classes,
50 that the students can sce firsthand
what he is talking about.
