A CHANGE In fortunc has tmproved SC's
chances of advancing to the flnal teurnament im-
mensely. The toughest team In the Inter-reglonal
was Triton CC, ranked second in the NJCAA. Last

It’s ditflcult to say who (he faverite Is now, but
Lewis and Clark — the team that ellminated the
Ocelots the last time they appeared in the Inter-

reglonal, 2-0 fn 19B8 — was fust 11-7 this season.
So SC coach Van Dimltriou is optimistic.

“I really believe we have a shot at this thing
this year,” he said. “We've improved our team 20
to 25 percent (over Inst year), and I think it shows.
No team has domlnated us, not even the big
schoola.

“If we play at our best, I have no doubt we'll
come out on top, I think defense is this team’s
strength. It our offense clicks and scores goals
early, we can win it.”

IF TRETON'S abscnce isn't cnough, here's more
fuel for Dimltriou's optimism: Chrls Speen is ex-
pected (o return. The sophomore stopper stralned
his knee midway through the season and has been
sidetlned slace,

“Without Chris, it put a straln on the coachlng
staff and the other players,” sald Dimitrlou of his
mlsslng tcam captaln. “Chris was our leader out

there.”

Speen was also SC's top player. Which is why he
was named to the all-Region 12 team and nomi-
nated for All-Amerlcan honors, even though he
missed much of the scason.

Also named to the all-reglon team were mld-
ficlder Rick Menary, defender Jeff Saylor and
keeper Jeff Shuk, Sweeper Dave Dinglle and
striker Khaled Zeldan werce second-team selec-
tlons.

Saylor may prove to be the key player this sea.
son for SC. He was a substitute until Speen was
injured; now that Speen ls “90 to 95 percent
healthy,” according to Dimltriou, the Ocelots wil]
ba much Improved.

How much? Saylor's development has Diml.
trlou thinking about moving Speen to midiicld or
even forward, posltions where his size could prove
benelicial — particularly at forward.

“THAT'S WHERE our weakness is, up front,"
said Dimitriou. “So far, Khaled (Zeldan, SC's lead-
tng scorer with 15 goats) has been a marked man,
If we can draw some altentlen away from him,
1t’s got to help.”

Speen will also play some sweeper, with Dinglie
moving up to mldfield for short stretches. All
things consldered, Speen’s return allows Dimi-
triou far more leverage in juggling his lincup.

“With your fop player coming back, it's got to
be a banus,” said Dimitriou.

But as Dimitriou and so many former SC play.
ers know, having the talent and reaching the
Inter-regional tournament 1s one thing; wlnntng it
— which SC has managed Lo do just once before
-- Is anather.

In the win over Cuyahoga, the Ocelots scored
the game’s only goal off a first-half corner kick
taken by Brian Thomas.
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
