FARMINGTON AND Farmington Hills vot-
ers Nov. 7 defcated a $14.5 million bond tssue
1o bulld a new 80,000 square-foot main library
1o replace the 35,000-5quare-foot Hills branch,
32737 12 Mile. Voters atso defeated a request
for a maximma 1.5-mill operating tax, which
would have allowed the system (o be financial-
Iy Independent of the two elties.

In addition to putting off a 1990 special elec-
tion, trustees also declded not to exercise pur-
chuse options lhey had on property on the
north slde of 12 Mile, east of Halsted, for the
proposed new library. Maintaining the options
for another six months was too expensive, Pa-
pal sald.

Concerned that voters didn't like the west-
side site chosen by the Nov, 7 election, trustees
now want 10 find a location for a1 new library
that’s In the heart of Farmington Hills. Library
officials said that probably wouldn't have been
possible to accornplish by April.

Amid news of the changes in Romania, ex-
prince Stefan Habsburg recailed Wednesday
what his life might have been, but expressed
apprectation for what it has become.

Habsburg, 57, a retired chlef designer at
GM, has lived in Farmington Hills for 30
years. He Is the cldest son of Princess Heana
and the grandson of Queen Marie and King
Ferdinand of Romanla.

“With al! that I saw bappen when the Ruse
sians took over, with the antagenlsm between
East and West, I never thought ¥ would see
the day when Remarla would agaln be al-
tawed to determine its own future,”” Habsburg
said. “The overthrow of the dictatorship Is a
good sign." Added wife, Jersine:

“Nicolae Ceausescu had his whole family
entrenched In all positions of power. The chlef
of police was his cousln. Hls son was the next
in command, One good thing Ls that there L3 no
foreign debt but it was bought on the backs of
the Romanlan people. They live In abject pov-
erty. There's ratloning of electricity during
certaln hours of the day. The rest of the day
they sit In the dark.”

According to Stefan Habsburg, the country
has some of the largest oil resources in the
warld.

HABSBURG, WHO Is rclated to many of
Europe's royalty, ls easy-golng and down-to
earth. He's 2 man who once was asked by a
delegation to run for King of Spaln.

Although all of Habsburg's five siblings at-

tended schoe) in the United States, he is the
only one whe has not returned to live in Eu-
rope.
The Habsburg family was forced to emi-
grate during World War [§ when the Russians
gave Habsburg's cousin, King Michael, head
of the lomanian government, the choice of
abdicatlon or execution, The family becamu
refugees in Switzerland and later Argentina.

“It was a progressive destruction of all civ-
il liberties (in Romania), Habsburg said
“These guys came in with military uniforms
in trucks, commandecring at gunpoint every-
thing from food to females. There wis
and plunder.” Habsburg was just 14,

When Habsburg's father, Anton, returned to
the castle years later he found that the Rus-
stans had cut wires, pulled out window frames
and demolished everything. He never came to
Amerlea,

“The Russians behaved like barbarians,”
Habsburg sald. In a iastle with five bath-
rooms, the Russians chose a separate room to
leave their feces.

While in Argentina, Habsburg received a
scholarshlp to Melvern Prep School in Penn-
sylvania,
