Bayer was an all-city basketbalt
player for Detroit Northern High in
the early 1930s when Northern won
three stralght city crowns. He start-
ed for Wayne State Unjversity for
three years and was co-captain the
Jast two years. Bayer was a member
of the Detrait Eagles, the city’s first
pro basketball team and later was a

suceessful coach of the Alameda Na-
val Base basketball team, outside
San Franclsco.

Berris played basketball with
Bayer al Northern and also was a
member of the varsity bascball
team. Berrls went on to star at
Wayne State and later graduated
from the Universily of Michigan
Dental School in 1942, Berris stayed
involved with basketball as the team
dentist of the Detroit Pistons, after
the team moved from Fort Wayne,
Ind. The trio will be inducted into the
Michlgan Jewish Sports Hall of
Fame at the annual banquet to be
held on Monday, Nov. § at the Con-
gregation Shaarey Zedek.
