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Is it possible,to have too much of a good
thing? When the schedule of musical events
becomes crowded, that possibility certainly
comes to mind. Yet, my answer is still a
resolute “no,” provided the quality is truly
outstanding. ‘ .

Although these groups are on the oppo-
site sides of the gender gap, the programs
had a Yot in common.Both had a work by a
20th century major composer, both pro-
grams included a quintet for strings with a
fifth (nstrument and both attained a high
degree of excellence in their performances.
‘They also have the same return date —
May 5. That's when the New World will be
performing at the Birmingham Temple in
Farmington' Hills and the Laylette will re-
turn to Varner Hall. These are evenlng and
afternoon cvents, respectively.

THE QUARTET NO. 3 BY BARTOK was
the most difficult dish to swallow on the

New World menu. This one movement
work, divided Into four shorter segments,
features extreme dissonantlc combinations

" with unorthodox sound effects in the flrst

and third segments — the latter being a
recapitulation of the first. X

In between is a more traditional folk
theme with typical Bartok native modali-
ties. It is the kind of dish that one can ap-
preciate only after It's fully digested —
even if one doesn't enjoy every single bite.

This digestlon was made somewhat easi-
er by the most appealing appetizer — Schu.
ber(’s Quarteisatz In C minor, D. 703,
which is Yterally a single quariet move-
ment that isn't part of a larger work.

The. Italian Scrende by Huge Wolf was
another -one movemeni work, the only

chamber work by him to enter the standard
repertoire. Full body and bold intensity
were the norm in this portion. This was
comblned with reflned singlng quality In
the Schubert and Wolf selections, reflecting
their exceptional sklils ‘as composers of
lieder. .

The main course was Mozart's Clarlnet
Quintet, with-Davld Shlirin, clarinetist as
guest, This work was performed just a few
weeks ago by the Lyrie Chamber Ensem-
bte, with principal DSO clarlnetist Theo-
dore Olen, who was present last Friday.
Some of the 191h century Intensity tended
to linger with the Mozart quintet, without
stralning it too serjously. This bolder ap-
proach underscored the stirength and
unshakable foundation of this masterpicce.
