the gateway to an archipelago of 36 islands
that dot the northernmost waters of -Lake
Huron, You will see 170 classic wooden boats
ranglng from 30 to 90 years old, boats that
have come from as far away as Florida and
Callfornla,

The boats range from powerboats and sail-
boats te dinghles, launches, crulses and canoes,
Some are varnished, polished jewely wilh
names llke Chris-Craft, Gar Wood, Hacker and
Century.

The festlval features several dozen artists,
folk dancing, ferryboat tours of the channel ls-
lands, Les Cheneaux and the landing of 12 cos-
tumed voyageurs in a 34-foot repllca of a 17th
century vOy2geur canoe.

Colon’s Get-together
features tricks, treats

It's no llluslon! There's magic in the air in southwest
Michlgan when the tiny town of Celon holds the annual
Magic Get-Together Aug. 7-10. s

Colon Is the home of Abbott's Magic Co., an unusual busi-
ness that makes and sells magle tricks,-puts on_magl
shows for visitors and stages this huge annual magie festl-
val.

When you're looking for an entertatning and offbeat out-
ing. this Is a good trip to have up your slceve. Faster
you can say “Hey, presto!" a little deft sleight of hand will
put & smile on the faces of the most car-weary youngsters___.
and turn ‘are we there yets™ into "awesomes."

Colon styles itself “The Magle Capltal of the World."
There's a street named Blackstone (in honor of maglelan
Harry Biackstone Sr. who made hls home there {rom 1925
untll 1958), a Magte Carpet cacktaill lounge and Magle Clty
hardware store. The high school team Ls called the Running
Rabblts, and there’s cven a graveyard with some unusual
headstones that maglcians are dying to get into.

Affable Greg Bordner runs Abbott's, co-founded by his
father In 1934, The showroom is housed in a cinder block
building, its stark black walls adorned with painted white
sketetons. Inside, shelves and shuwcases are crammed with
magle tricks and books on maglc, and walls are covered
with photographs and assorted magic memorabilta. The
cefling i a museum plece, entirely covered with posters,
most of them origlnals, many of them rare, valued at
$30,000.

There's a small stage where Greg and hls sales staff -
all professlonal magictans — put on maglc shows. If you're
part of a group, you can arrange a show ln advance. Or you -
can slmply walk In unannounced and browse. One of the
resident magiclans is always on hand to demonstrate
tricks. The shop carries about 100 magic tricks that cost
only $2 and two dozen or so that you can buy for a buck.

There also are gift sets with multlple tricks.

Abbott’s clalms to be the world's largest magic manu-
facturlng company, and keeps 15 employees busy pro-
ducing a line of magic products that ranges from lnexpen-
sive naveltles to ambitious {lluslons that market for sever-
al hundred dollars. It also publishes about 200 books and

becues, grandstand shows, animal acts, hot
dogs and plnk sugar candy.
