“But our two countires
aren’t so different really,” he
adds. “‘New Zealand is a
small, proud country that has
most of what's in the U.S, only
in a smaller area.”

EDWARDS DID notice
some differences, though, like
“lots more cars here - and
bigger; more mobility,
especially among family
members,” and *“‘community
colleges’" which are un-
developed in New Zealand.

He explains that his family
and most of his relatives, like
most New Zealanders, live in
or near Auckland, his
hometown. Edwards says he
likes American mobility
which enables sons and
daughters to attend school in
other states.

The Edwards' eldest
daughter attends first grade
classes at Cloverdale
Elementary School. He says
as soon as a child turns five
years old in New Zealand, he's
entitled to start school. Ed-
wards commented that on the
whole, New Zealanders know
alot more about America than
Americans do about New
Zealand.

But, he added, there are
misconceptions about
Americans in his homeland.
“‘The usual one is that
Americans are all wealthy.”
New Zealanders live on one
third of what the average
American earns’ per year,
although Edwards admitted
