as it.stands today is worse than the
original enactment. The ald {aw pro-
vlded that the preliminary lovestiga-
tion on which working permits were
to be fssted should be conducted by
the educadonat suthorities. The new
iaw is so worded that the preliminary
investigatlon is now conducted by fac-
tory inspectors. That thls is unwise
and positively harmful is shown by
the recent revelations of factory con-
ditions In this city os regards. child
tabor and sabitary regulations.
