 Twenty-three bodles have been re-
covered, and of these 13 had been
ident!fied. The identity of the four
others may never be determined

The bulldizg had four fioors, and
contalned five manufactorles. it had
formerly been occupled by the Domes-
tic Sewing \Machine Co. Portlons of
it: were oll-soaked, and flamed up. in-
stantly. There was but one fire es-
cape, and in a couple of minutes after
the slarm of fire It was enveloped by
flames.
