At first there was so
much of it that weekly meetings
were necessary, but as word got
about that the banks were ‘out’

. [of this kind of advertising, solici-

tors kept away from the banka.
This was a great saving of time
for the individual banks and
eventually a meeting every two
weeks was enoligh to take care of
the business. The result has been
almost complete elimination of all
advertising not based. on merit
with a con8equent saving of thou-
sands of dollars to the banks.
“The newspapers and estabish-
ed financal publications-are fully
recognized and without doubt a
considerable part of the money
saved from cutting off these un-
profitable forms - of advertising
has "gone into newspaper space.
