Washington.—Slnce President Taft
altowed !t to ba knowy some litde
time ago that hé wouly be a recep-
tive candldate for rempmination bj
bis party, ‘the Republlcns state execu-
tive committee of North; Carolina bas
appeared first in the ﬂ‘\d us an en-
dorser of Mr. Taft's pesitlon. It is
a curfous fact that o almost every In-
stance, as the political ypcords of the
last 20 years show, It has been a
southern state which h-s given first
endorsement to the kuno¥n willingoess
of a Republican president to succeed
himself.

Ordiparily it can.be yald that the
endorsement of 2 southern state for a
Republican president his no signlfi-
cance except so far as‘the natlonal
convention s concerned; for ~ though
the states “below the ! 1e" are rep-
resented by delegates G0 have cob-
ventlon votes, there is. little chaoce
that the states themselves will glve
a majority vote for the,man who !5
nomlnated,

TWO years ago
Nerth Carolina elected three Republic-

During the discassion- following the
sibmisslon of the matter by Nathan
Simpson. héw warden of the prison,
who exhibited a tin of oplum’ confis-
cated by 2 guerd from a prisoner
Thursday, the governor strongly lo-
dorsed any action which may da away
with the entry of the free men Into
the prison. Mr. Simpson declared ft
15 Imbossible to stop the traffic o
the drugs whiie these men are al-
lowed 'to enter the Institution. Gov-
ernor Dsborn then stated the plan
should’ be abollshed and when It was

suggested that contracts held by the
employers might get the state into
troubld, he exclaimed:

“Hf thefr coming !nto tbe prison is
a detriment to the {nstitntion, bar
them. :1f the contractors want to sue,
the stdte, let them sue.”
