IF YOU pack lunch boxes
every day, you might like to
pack a week's worth at one
Hme and freeze the sandwich-
es. Some sandwich fllings
freezs well and some don’t,
Here are some tips to atd you
when freezing sandwiches.

Prepare flllings from the
froshest ingredlents, Use fresh
breads.

Spread a protective coating
of butter, margarine or peanut
butter to the edges of the bread
slices; this prevents the fllling
trom socaking Into the bread,
Avoid using molst spreads, like
mayonnaise or salad dressing
or jelly.

Use a little milk, sour cream,
orange or plneapple julce, as
binders for salad-type fillings.
Mayonnalse or salad dressing
are not successful binders; they
separate when frozen.

Don’t put tomato slices, let-
tuce or onfon rings Into the
sandwiches; wrap them separ-
ately and tuck them in the lunch
box at the last minute, These
and many other vegetables lose
thelr crisp texture when frozen.

‘Wrap sandwiches securely in
plastic wrap, foil or plastic
sandwich bags before freezing.

Use frozen sandwiches with-
in the maximum storage per-
fod, two weeks at 0 degrees F.
or below, In a home freezer.

Don’t unwrap sandwiches un-
Hl ready to eat - thawed sand-
wiches dry out quickly. They
thaw in about an hour at room
temperature, but will stay fresh
1n a bag for three to four hours,
