New how-to video may help in buying new home

Whether you're building 8 new
home yoursell or buying from o build-
er, you'll probably hit some snags
along the way.

Robert Gerich, a former Realtor
and construction supervisor who's
sold new construction for arca build-
ers, has produced o how-to video that
could take the headache out of new
heme construction.

“A lot of construction delays and
misconceptions can be aveided if the
buyer understands the building pro-
cess,” said Gerich, a Livonian, whose
video is sponsored by local building
suppliers, trades people, 8 land ac-
quisition attorney and mortgage, title
and insurance companies that he's
worked with for the past eight years.

“Your New House,” s 76-minute
color video, documents the construc-
tion of a 2,750-square-foot house
built by Troy-based Caporuscio De-
velopment in Heritage Farms, an ups-
cale subdivision at Beck and Warren
Rond, Canton. Gerich hired a local
production company to film the five.
month construction of the Cape Cod,
which just sold for $240,000.

From start to finish, the info.video
covers all phases of canstruction, in-
cluding staking and surveying the lot,
digging the basement, hooking up wa-
ter and sewer, digging footings and
waterproofing  and  backfilling the
hasement. Viewers also see framing,
roofing, interlor and exterior pointing
and the installation of plumbing,
electrical, heating and drywall.
