The council had considered recom-
mending even stiffer penalties than
the state Liquor Control Commission
hands out — even possibly a loss of
license.

Council members didn't hear ex-
cuses or cop outs by the businessmen.
What they heard was a ltany of em-
bor pologies and bewild
ment 6t the poor showing.

“We go through the same procedure
doily, weekly, telling them (employ.
¢es) not tu serve minors,” ‘said Metro-
politan Musicale owner Nino Cu-
traro, “We have spotters we send in to
cheek and see (if we're serving to mi-
nors)."
