The exset praportions, according to
Lillinn Dean, coordinntor of the SOCR-
RA Yard Wiste Reduction Program,
aren't criticn); however, avoid using
anly green materinls which will ereate
an odur. Water is essentinl for the pro-
cens to work; the pile should be of the
consistency of o wrung-out spenge.

To fine-tune your cumpost, SOCRRA
advises:

«When too wet _ turn over and add
more materinl, partinlly caver compost.

*Tuo dry _ turn over and add water;
shade compost.

*Too cold _ turn over and add high-
nitrogen materinls, insulnte from the
cold, build a lnrger pile.

*Tao hot _ turn over and ndd soil,
water if necessary.

sUnpleasant smells _ tum over, add
soil and high-carbon materials.
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Brown materials are feaves, dead
brown plants, straw, wood chips, saw-
dust, and contain carbon, Green mnte-
rials are grass clippings, yonng weeds,
ol Mowery, fruit and row vegetable
aeraps, coffee grounds, and contain
nitragen,

Dry leaves need to be wetted down
before being added ta the pile, ns they
will' remain dry for months without
moisture. A good way to ensure that
the leaves are moist is to add u table-
spaon or so of liquid keap to a gnllon of
water and put it on the leaves. The
sanp helps to make the water “wetter”
and subsequently the leaves will
absorh more moisture when it rains.

Leaves, grasa clippings and such, for-
merly called debris, are an invalunble
arganic resource helping to eorich the
s0il that eventually results in healthy
Inwns andd gardens.
