Make time for ‘8 Seconds’

The life and career of the
Oklahoma cowboy ia the subject
of a fairly stundard biopic “8 Sce-
ands” directed John Avildsen of
“Racky” fame,

From the time Lane Frost was
a little kid, his life was tied up
with the rodeo. Iis event was
bull riding _ the aume as his
father, a retired rodeo champion
himself. The {ilm opens in 1968
with home movies of a little hoy
dressed in chaps and a cowboy
hat riding on a sheep.

After competing in teen
rodeoa, Froat, played by Luke
Perry, joina Lwo buddies to start
traveling the profeasional rodeo
circuit. Frost iz & nice guy.
Unlike the other cowboys, he
alwnys stops ta sign nutographs
and talk to the kids who hang
nround after competitions. “The
rodco isn't about money. It's
about doing your hest and help-

ing others do their best,” anys
Frost. .

A nice performance by Perry
holps Frost from becoming a par-
ody of a clean living cowboy. He
meets future wife Kellic , n
champion bnrrnl racer, at a
rodeo. She ian' pressed with
bull riders. “Little men, big
egos,” observes Kellio, |1Inycd by
Cynthia Geary.

Things are going pretty well
for Frost after his marringe
including his first national
championahip in 1887, A lifelong
frustration and source of person-
al conflict has been his relation-
ship with his father who can’t
ever scem to be satisfied with
his son's accomplishments.

Succcsa also takes its toll on
the Frost marringe as Lane is
driven to try and impreas his
father with grenter glory on the
rodeo circuit and througlh the
related | i handisi

problems and a kind of peace is
reached with his father before
the film ends in 1939 with
Lane's death in a rodeo accident.

“8 Seconds,” which take its
title from the nmount of a time a
rider must stay on the hull to
reccive o scorc in compelition, is
a well-acted film,

The film avoids the stercotypi-
cal big event to culminate the
film. To an extent that also
works agninst the film, The film
is tremendously low key, even
when it comes to the rodco com-
petitions. But you have to give
the film credit for presenting
Froat is a realistic manner _a
basically ievel-headed guy who
has to deal with some peraonal
relationships like pretty every-
hody else.
