The Farmington Hills Histori-
cal Commission showease at city
hall featurea antiques from the
collection of Commisaioner
Loniso McFarland.

Many items are from family
collections, such na the ironstone
tealoafl dishos which were col-
lectod by McFarland's grund-
mother. They were a common
pattern and very ordinary in the
later 1800s.

Included in the exhibit are
two samplers which were
stitched in the carly 1800s, both
by the same young woman. One
wan done when she wils a child.
Thero is also an original Courri-
er and Ives print called "Little
Georgie Bay” which originally
sold for around fiftcen centa a
copy. In addition there arc two

horse drawn iron toys which are
from the collection of Mc¥ar-
land'a mother.

Tho antique glassware dis-
ploycd connists of a fluted glass
candy dish as well aa a variety
of examples of n pattern of
1B00s glassware called grape
band. Finally, there are exam-
plea of toothpick holders which
are a part of a collection
obtained by another grandmoth-
er, who would pick up a tooth-
pick holder every timo she went
on a trip. There are several pat-
terns of old glasa represented
within this collection.

McFarland's home was fea-
tured on the 1996 Historical
Homes Tour. The exhibit will
run through the end of May at
Farmington Hills City Hall.
