Citizens will noticy
motorized, bicycle and foot patrols in
tho parks, he said.

Dan Potter, the city's dircctor of
specinl services, said the park patral
program has been very successful,
but has not operated after the parks
are closed. That hos been when the
trouble atarta.

“That's why we brought it to the
attention of Chicl Dwyer,” Potter
said, “We did not want the situation

to worsen.” B

Potter, who has beon involved in
municipal government and porks
issuca for more than 30 years, said
Farmington Hills’ parks are nnt
heavily vandalized compared to
other citiea.

“For the most part, this vandaliam
is being done by tecnagera,” he aaid.
“But for the most part, young people.
aro doing positive things.” .
