By the Nature of . of Conditions, Most
Elaborate Precautions Are of *
Vital Importance.

The jarge amount of molsture pres-
ent in most mines’ mawes It quite-dlf-
fcult to maintain & high degree of in-
sulatfon on wires unless they have a
covering of rubbcr and 1f the mols-
ture contalns sulphur, as is frequently
he case in coal mines, the rubber In-
stallation 1Is rnpldl) corroded and
rulned. Hence: In most cases; electric
circults In mines are run with bare
‘wire. To obtaln a moderate zmount
of insulation from the earth fn such
cases, large porcelain or glass insula-
tors sbould be used at.the polnts of
‘support for the attachment of the
‘wires.  Much care should be taken to

havé {be wires touch nothing save

their inswating supports, and porce-
Jaln tubes for this purpose are advisa-

‘ble In some cases where the sides or

cellings of passages are uneven.
Where wires go through, porcelain
(ubes should be {avarlably used. The
most recent practice in mine wirlog
fs to run the conductors in iron tub-

A high reslstance to earth o mines
highly charged with molsture is prac-
tically fimpossible with bare copper
circults, on account of the films of
molsture that collect on the surface of
glass and porcelaf. This molstire,
while not sufficlent in amount in most
cases to cause any sorlous loss of
power, may sometlme :-cause a severe
shock to one who es & single con-
tact with the clrel it bls body Js
also in electrical ccatact with the
ground. The above conditions point
{o the conclusion that all distribution
circuits In mines should be operated at
pressures that are not ordloarily dan-
gerous to life and property. —Engi-
neering Magazine.
