a matehmaker. She s

wuccessfully united her former
governess with a wealthy widow-
er and now wants to work the
anme magic for her gawky friend
Miss Smith (Toni Collette).The
fricnd wants to marry a local
farmer, but Emma won't hear of

it, manipulating Miss Smith’s
atfections away from the man
and to other bachelors of higher
standing. Emma belicves that
any friend of hers is entitled to a
superior match.Emma’s own
prospects for matrimony are
intentionnlly grim.

Celibacy is tolerable with
cnough money and social stand-

ing, she, says. Only poverty can
make you nn old maid.Part of
your enjoyment of the movie will
depend on how much you like
the title heroine. A vocal audi-
ence member during o preview
sercening loudly wished that
Emmn wouldn't end up happy ot
all, using the B-word (it wasn't
busybody) to describe her per-
sonnlity.

True, you can get frustrated
with the moneyed landholders in
Austen’s novels who have noth-
ing better to do than worry about
the romantic entanglements of
others.

For me Emma irresistible
After the romewhat mortyred
main heroines in those other
Austens, she is almost refreshing
in her weaknesses.Paltrow, seen
