JT had
to handle the logistics of getting
Engler in the right spot at the
right time for appearances on
CNN, "Larry King Live" and
David Brinkley's mid-Sunday
show. Engler also was scheduled
to address the convention twice.

Unlike Romney and Heintz,
Mervenne has shown no propen-
sity to run for a more visible
office. "I can't imagine not being
in politics or government,” she
said.
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
