Nonchalant: “Until The Day”
(MCA) - A record worth buying if only
far the single “5 O'Clock,” a lyrically
ground-breaking single that encour-
nges the African-American community
to nceept responsibility for its prob-
lems rather than placing blame. A
sample of lyrics: “It’s not a white man's
finger on the trigger; carjacks, drive-
bys, calling each other n----3.” The song
isn't meant to scold, however, but to
help mold “a young mind that won't
live to grow old.”

Tricky: “Pre-Millenium Tension”
{Island Records) - The follow-up to
Tricky's critically acclnimed, trip-hop
“Maxinquaye” — which contained some
of music’s best moments last year -
praves that he still has imagination
and creativity to spare.
