Still a teenag-
er, Eva Duarte (Madonna}
attaches herself to a popular
tango singer, Agustin Magaldi
(Jimmy Nnil) and accompanies
him to the Big City: Buenos
Aires. Eva becomes an aspiring
radio and film actress, eventunl-
ly moving in influential circles
within Bucnos Aires society.

(Jonathan Pryce), tongues begin
to wag.
