‘Persuasion’ full of sadness, hope

The first in the recent string of
Jane Austen novels adapted for
the screen was the fine 1996
British production of “Persun-
sion.” This is the more somber
story, o tale of o misscd opportu-
nity for happiness and a possible
second chance.

Eight years carlier, Anne,
played by Amanda Roeot, had
been perauaded by an older
friend to reject the marriage pro-
posal of a noval officer due to his
lack of fortune and position. Now
that he has rcturned te England,
still bitter over being rejected,
Anne becomea painfully persuad-
ed that she should have followed
her own instinets and accepted
the proposal.

A very intelligent and accom-
plished woman, Anne is also sad-
dled with a family that has little
appreciation, and prnbub]y really
no idea, who she is or how she
feels, Her father is shallow and
vain, obsessed with nppearance
and social connection = forced to
“retrench” becausc of his tremen-
dous spending. Annc's sisters,
one married hypochondriac, take
for granted that Anne has no life
of her own and nothing better to
do then serve as a convenience
for them. It's ironic that none of
her family comprehend how
well-liked and highly thought of
Anne ia outside the family.

At firat it looks like Anne has
missed her chance with Cnpt.
Wentworth, plnyed by Ciaran
Hinds. After some ipitial aloof-
ness on his part and uncertainty
on her part, the pair gradually
become aware that feelings are
unchanged for cach other, Mis-
underatandings, rumored match-
ea with others and the limita-
tiona of their small social world
threaten to keep them separat-
od. This is not a smooth flawing
r It's full of sad
regrets and oventually hope.

Perhaps more than any of the
Auston adaptations, "Persua-
sion” capturcs how binding soci-
otal restraints were on women,
in thia case single women. There
is only so far a woman can go to
obtain what she wanta,

1 first saw this film with a
friend, n romance novel aficiona~
do, who thought that the actors
in this film worc good-looking
enaugh ~ especially Hinda, who
in atriking rather than hand-
nome.
