The standard vsed is called the Uni-
form Crime Reporting System. Our local
police departments use this method as
do the state police, county sheriffs, FBI,
cte.

Local erime statistics aren’t on the
Internet yet; at least, not as far as I
know, But there is a site where users
can get county level crime statistics.

The Social Sciences Data Center at
the University of Virginia announced
earlier this moth the availability of an
interactive site for retrieving county
level crimes and arrest data from the
uniform crime reporting system.

The data was obtained from the
national archive of criminal justice data
and can be accessed by pointing to
httpy/www.lib.virginin.edu/socscifer
ime. At this time, the system covers the
years 1990-93.
