Lokeland, Fluo. for citics with
populations between 26,001-
176,000 for tho honor. .

NLC evaluators visited the
department and reviewed the
programs Oct. 30.

“Farmington Hills is doing
same incredible work in the arca
of community policing,” said
Keith Kirk, National League of
Cities spokesman. “Thoey (evalu-

ators) were very impressed,

Unsuccessful city council chal-
lenger Massie Kurzejo also
spoke on behalf of Highmeadow
residents. No plans exist to
widen 13 Mile, Kurzeja said. “It’s

too much,” she added.
