Farmington Hills police are
investigating after someone
spray-painted graffiti at Adat
Shalom Synagogue.

Vandals hit the synagogue on
Middlebelt Road sometime
between 10:30 p.m. Monday and
7:30 a.m. Tueaday, June 1-2.
The synagogue called the Anti-
Defamation Leaguo to interpret
the writings to determine if they
were anti-Semitic. The offending
grafliti has aince been removed.

“The graffiti and symbols on
the building make it appear that
it was done by an anarchist
group with a strong anti-Israel

agenda,” &aid Don Cohen, direc-
tor of the Michigan ADL Office.
“Wo haven't had a problem with
people defacing synagoguce or
other religious institutions in
the aren. It'a the only one I can
put my finger on in awhile.”
Cohen doesn't believo the inci-
dent is connected to one in April
where leaflets were strown along
a Farmington residontial street
calling ntton!lun to a white
supremacist group's joke line.
A synagogue spokesman is
downplaying the incident.
