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@C’s Tomey to pitch for E. Michigan

Tho offor from Enstorn Michi-
gan University bascball coach
Tdger Coryell last fall looked as
impressive ay one of Anthony
Totmey's fastballs coming toward
the plate.

And Tomey, a senior pitcher
fot-the Detroit Catholic Central
bascball tean, probably had vyes
as-wide za one of his opposing
hitters when he listened.

Tomey accepted EMU’s full-
rido scholarship, which ia almost
usheard of at NCAA Division I
cojleges, who are limited to a
tofnl of 11.7 scholarshipa to
shiro among tho players.

Jomoy turned down a similar
offer from tho University of
D@troit-Mercy. Michigan's offer
weh nothing near EMU's.

*I was really surprised when
thoy offered,” Tomey said. *T just
said ‘Wow." Michigan didn't offer
much. When Eastern offered 1
wag really enthusiastic about it.
I like coach Coryell. Ho's kind of
quist but straight to the point.”

Tomey, 8-foot-3 and 280
pounds, hus always been big for
his age and a hard thrower. Ho
remembera a timo in CYO when
an opposing batter's biggest fear
camo true, The player is now a
classmato at CC.

*When he got to CC, he said
‘Do you remember me? I'm the
kid who didn't want to bat
ngainst you, because 1 thought
you were going to hit me in the
head,” Tomey remembers. “His
mother said not to worry about

it. The firat pitch I go and hit
him in tho head. I was just a
huge kid, always.”

Tomey struggled with his con-
trol at times last year when he
walked 27 nnd struck out 67 in
39 innings, some as a reliever.
Ho allowed 37 hits and had a 4-2
record with a 3,77 ERA.
