‘Tho Humano Soclezy and the
Urban Wildlife Research Center
estimate more than one million
large animnls are killed annual-
ly on U.B. roads.

While driving around town the
last-couple weeks, I noticed sev-
oral muskrat road kills. These
animals must be moving from
their wintering sites to new loca-
tions where thoy will establish a
breeding territory.

Unfortunately, thero are many
roads that must be croased
before they can find a suitable
body of water.

1 was surprised to kind several
road kill muskrats far from
water.

At leaat as far aa I could tell
anyway. This illustrates that
surplus animals raised by estab-
lished territory holders must
search great distances in order

to find a new home.

Muskrats can not just move to
a nearby meadow and take up
residence. They are designed for
living in marshes and lakes. If
tooy cannot find the nppropriate
habitat, they will die.

Wild animals have evalved
over long periods of time to the
habitats we typically aco them in
when we travel. Their encoun-
ters with man, roada and cars
has been so brief, that thoy are
often unable to deal with these
new threats to their lives.

Some individual animale have
learned to cross roads between
on-coming cars, but most do not
