Although Luxembourg’s New Sov.
ereign Has Not as Yet Reached Her
Elghteenth Birthday She Is to
Head Smallest Nation,
Derlin—Ry the death of Wiliam
Alexander, Grand Duke of Lurem-
bourg, the crown of the ttle prin-
cipality passes to his eldest daughter,
the Grand Duchess Marie, 2 girl who
has not yet reached the elghteentn

anniversary of ber hlrth.

This!young girl may in the near
future lln\e 10 wrestle with some very
complicated internatfonal probleins ot
the grentest tmportance. The years of
her childhood have been gloomy, and
it cannot be said that the outlodk is
very bright for Luxembourg as 2 -
tlon,

For the last ten years the nrand
duchess's iather, Wilbhelm Alexaadcr,
had been an invalil, A few weeks
after his accession to the throne he
was stricken with apoplexy. For e
years he had seldom been removd
from his bed and his wife, tho Prin-
cess Maria Anna, Jnfanta of Portugsl,
and his danghters bardly ever Yeft the
castie of Hohenberg in upper Bavarla,
where in the peace of the mountains
and forests physiclans were trying to
save bim from his fate. In the city
of Luxenbourg as well as In Berln,
Munlch and Vienna the grand duchess
and her children were Btrangers.
They could not with propriety attend
any social functionst The grand duke,

.too weak {o be brought back to his

own country, found himself to afl pur-
poses an exile in Bavaria. ‘This s
why, except the fact that she is a
rather gifted musiclan, very litte is
known concerning the personality of
the voung duchess.

. For the first time in its history
Luxembourg will have 2 ruler born
on lts own soil. Grand Duchess Marie
was born in the capital on Jufe 14,
