All pruning and ‘tralning possible
should be done while the trees are
young: 2nd the growth of wood Is
tender. At such time the - beallng
over is more rapld and complete, and
the tree suffers less Injury.

Old trees that have been neglected
may be renewed by severe pruning.
cutting back all the branchea that are
not In A beaslthy condition. This
pruning will cause mnew, vigorous
shoots to grow. The new growth will
need to be cut back as occasion re-
quires. By persistent pruning an en-
tire new top may be formed in a few
years.
