Cox defeated Canton's Doy
Demsick, the top seed, in the
finals, 6-3, after shaving
Northville's aecond-sceded Matt
Doyle in the semifinals, 3-2.

“Rece had a great day,” Glenn
conch Bill Polk said. “He wres.
tled three quality kids, He wres-
tled under control.”
