The Farmington Hills Police Depart-
ment received many awards in 2001 for
its focus on community policing, but
officers were also very busy making
arrests.

In fact, the department’s highest
number of arrests were made with o
total of adult and juvenile cases at
3,463 compared to the yenr 2000 with
2,887,

Some positive notes in the depart-
ment’s 2001 annual report:

There were 18 fewer commercial
break-ins than in 2000, with the year-
end total being 91, the second lowest
number of burglaries reported since
1891. There were four fower incidents
of arson, a total of 24.

Though residentinl  break-ins
increased slightly last year, total
reported incidents represented one of
the lowest in 10 years, said Police
Chief William Dwyer,

The most serious erimes, known as
Group A offenses, rose 10 percent last
year, Those erimes include murder, sex
offenses, robbery, larceny, drug viola-
tions and weapons. Total Group A
offenses went from 4,463 to 4,936.

Tho city experienced ene homicide
Inst year.as compared to four the provi-
ous year. The 2000 number reflected
just one incident, wherein a man killed
his wife and children, then committed
suicide because he was distraught over
gambling debts. Robbery went from 26
to 28 and larcenies increased from
1,276 to 1,391, Fraud casos jumped
