Farmington resident Derwin Success
will be sentenced July 9 before Ouk:
land County Circuit Judge Rae Lec
Chabot, on seven counts of criminal
sexual conduet.,

Success, 45, was found guilty June &
of four counts of firat degree CSC and
three counts of third degree CSC.

All counts stemmed from the sexual
assault of a young woman who was a
household member, then 18 years old.

B The man who galned -

notoriety locally in the late

First-degree CSC is punishable by up
to life in prison. The prosecution will
request 40-60 yenrs, according to Linda
Micelli, a court secretary.

Neither attorney could be reached.

Defensc
attornoy Jeff Quaa was on vacation.
