Jt will be better than the average
crop for the past ten years, and {n
the case of a number of products will
make m new record. it present esti-
males are not overthrown by unfor-
seen conditions.
The country’s corn crap, estimat-
ed at 2.511.000,000 bushels, will be
the largest In the, mation’s. histors,
with the exception of the years 1908
and 1810, the former being the banner
vear with 2,927,000,000 bushels. As
for the wheat crop, estimated at 880
000,000 bushele, that will rank Sfb
- in size during the past 20 years.

Thbe oats crop will be the largest
the country bas pathered, surpsssing
by 21,000,000 bushels that of 1810,
the previous record. In barley, too,
this year will establish a new record,
the estimated yidld of 202,000,000
vushels being 24.000.000 bushels great-
er thdn that. of 1806, the previous
best year. The yleld of rve, 35,000,000
bushels, will equal that of 1%18, the
former record year.

Of potatges, which will amount this
year (o 371.000.060 bushels, only 1309
With its 389,000,000 buskeis, produced
a larger yield.

Michigan is exnected to produce
7,352,000 bushels of winter wheat of
a quality rated at 75. The unusual
weather in the state has reduced the
corp crop te a condition rated at 72,
as against 81 for 1911, and 79, the
average for the last ten years.

Michigan oats. however, show en-
couraging reporis, this year's crop
standing §7, compared with S1 for,

1611 and 85 for tbe tep-year average.

Bourne Parcels Post Measure Adopt-
ed.

Without & word of debate the sen-
ate adopted a substitute for the house
parcels post provision in the post-
office appropriation bill.
