CNE made
more money out of the business
than most thieves, but, as he had
no bpd personal hablts, the money
oever\ wan squandered. He dlstrib-
uted thousands of dollars In char-
Ity. Cliff was raised in the old Ninth
ward of New York city and hundreds
of familles of that ward still tock upon
him more in the light of a salbt {han
a thief because of thé help he gave

goodness in Cliff’s. heart, -and any one,
®bo ever harmed him except i .2
maaly band-to-hand confiiet had rea-
son to know that hig hatred was devil-
1sh.

CLIFF DEMPSEY'S 8TORY.

“I never asked credit,” said Clff.
“for doing good to any ome, and I
never feared censure for dofng evll,
because I have always made It a rule
to do what was right according to my
judgment 2nd the way I was brought
up. What might appear right to me
might be condemned by a preacher
meny times, and then again What
some preachers do mlght not seem
right to me, snd so it goes. It may
not be In accordance with the teach-
ings of good men to stick to a friend
no matter what trouble he may get
into and to kill the friend who does
you serfous barm whlle baving the
smile of frlendship on his lips. Well,
that's my doctrine, and everybody
knows it. It bas made my path thorny
at times, but it has given me some
of the truest friends who ever~lived
on earth.

“It 18 astonlshing how friends wiil
sometlmes go back on you, even those
who have been very close to you in
danger, and when the blow comes
there {s to my mind only one-way to
wipe out the disgrace. The way I
gave it to Abe Baker i8 a good ide&
of what [ mean.

“Abe and I ‘were ralsed together,
and for many yeors we worked in the
same lne. I was with Abe in the
Conpecticut and Long Island masked
burglaries. When Abe was shot In
Tslip while we wete lenving the house
of Judge Reynoldé\;lm about $20,000
in property T put him on my back and
carrled him several miles to plant him
in a spot that I knew was dead.safe.
He pald me back for this ln a way
that no ome would ever belfeve ‘him
capable of dolng, and I bad to suffer
for it.

“Ling Daly, Abe and I went: Into

them. I waited until tne trial, Then
Colonel Spencer, who appeared as
Baker's Jawyer, made a motlon for &
separate trial for bim. 1 saw’ the
Joker for certaln then and I had a
consultation with Daly. It was evi-
dent that It wes useless to make a
defense, so Daly and I plended guilty
to the charge of burglary, feeling cer-
taln that Baker bad squealed to the
police. The positive proal came when
we were sentenced. Baker also plead-
ed gulity. Daly and 1 got twelve years
and six months, while Baker got ‘off
with three years and slx months.

“I lost my temper in court, de-
nounced Baker and put & threat on
record that I would get even with him
when I got through with my work
for the state. -He only smiled, and we
were all sent to Sing Sing. He left
when his time was-up, and 1 obeyed
thre-Tules- to- get my: short time. The
only comfort I had during thes weary
years that I polished castings in Sing
Sing was nursing my revenge.

I
asked him who it was and he told me
Abe Baker, That name sounded sweet
to my ear. I found out from HIll that
Bsker had changed his name to Henry
Lawrence, and was the owner of sev.
eral horses and followed the trotting
circult for & tiving. This was all the
clue T wanted and I started to find
Lawrence.

“A few days later there was a trot-
ting match at the ald Fashlon track
on Long Island, and I went there.
Lawrence was one of the first men 1
met. I would not bave known him.
He wore a hesvy beard and was
known as & Kentucky sport. I did not
speak to him, but kept him in slght
and followed hlm to hig home in East
Thirty-fitth street. I found that he
was married. I kept my eye on him
for several days to get a line on his
hebits, He did not go around much;
but I knew several of the friends that
he visited. He dld nat go out nights,
and after T bad watched for a week
1 sent him a letter, slgned by one of
hig frlends, and asked him to meet
me at eight o'clack in the evenidg.

“I watched his house and saw him
come out after dark.

The theory which was adopted
na the most plausible one was that
some of .the gang had:been at the
track and seen the roll of bills Law-
rence carrled, and glven him the rezoo
the first chanco they got at bim when
he was alone.

“I went to ses Deany Brady, as 1
knew him very well, to have a talk
with blm about the crime. The thief
who is accused falsely will always
talk, freely as a general thing about
any particular crime, and I wished 0

case. 1 found him'in a liquor store in
First avenue with' the gang, and he
greeted me very kindly. I went out
with bhim alone after he had a chin
with geveral of the gang, and gave
him e ghost story about the Lawrence
robbery. 1 volunteered the informa-
tion that some of.the gahg were sus-
pected.

“I went elone to look for a clue n
some other direction.

“The neighborhood of East Thlrt)’-
ffth street was at . that. time  the
stamping ground of the .notorious
Brick Yard Gang. which had ‘among
its members ~about =8 wmany - cut-
throats and thugs as could, be, found
in.any part of the-clty. They had
been at- work for @ long time holding
up’ citizens in, the  street. . Although
many ‘of them were sept away thelr
places !eamed to be’ steadily filled,
and’the gang (@14 rot'losd its power.
-Denuyi-Brady,’ who-afterward_led the
most- Bueoesatil-grug ot masked bur-
glars ‘that was ever formed in this
city for pma;a along the, Hudson
river fropt between -here ‘tnd Al
bany, was the leader of the gang. ‘He
was about ax tough acitizen 38 ever
Went unbung.

“The mystery was deepening with
every mew fact that T discovered in
the case,-and I tell you'I had many &
wild-goose chagse. Baker bad survived
the operation and was {mproving
physlcally every day, but his mind
was in & very confused state and he
made many contradictory statements
nbout' the way he recelved hls in-
jurtes. The woman who lived with
Baker did not, or pretended mot to
know anything of his bistory. .

“With the mative of robbery out of
the way, except incidentally, T became
convinced that the assailant of Baker
was_gome. one, who bad a, griesance
pgainst him. T cerefully went over
Lis career as a thief. While making
this Investigation I learned that Bak:r
hed turned state's evidence in the
Emplre bank robbery in Troy, and
given information which led to the
conviction of Cliff Dempsey and Ling
Daly, who got the fall sentence, while
Baker got off with.a nominal punigh-
ment. Baker gid not have to testlly
in court, and when I heard that CIMt
Dempsey. had mads a thrent totake
hls life for bis treachery, I saw wy
way clear. :

These facts made
it a string primn facle case against
Dempsey and 1 urreated him.
