Idle A Problem
What's to be done about' the
thousands of idle men in Oak-
land County? i
There has been no official tally-
ing of these hosts of uner}nployed,
vet| unofficial estimates made by
various persons in close touch
with the industrial situation in
this section place the |number
in the thousands, with prospects
of any immediate relief[ rather
slim. :
‘The situation, actually, is-grow-
ing more serious. A great ma-
jority of the idle have been un-
employed for months. ‘Others
have been working part time,
while some of the largcxl factor-
ies have maintained durtailed
production schedules foy about
six weeks. Now another period
of complete idleness looms.
Tradesmen, interviewed by the
writer, say that they Have ex-
tended more credit this year
than any time since the War, and
that moreover, they have| extend-
ed it willingly, realizing|the sit-
uation, but certain of the¢ hones-
ty of their patrons and hoping
only for some relief. Yet there
is none in sight and the [limit of
credit has almost been reached.
It has reached a point shere
cash is no longer a means of
trade. Desperate heads of fam-
ilies, owning cars, by which they
travel to and from work, are us-
ing their credit at grocelies and
other  neigrborhood  dstabish-
ments to procure goods| which
they trade for gas and oil.
A great number of landlords
have ceased hoping for ahy rents
for months to come and nre gen-
erously carrying their |tenants
until befter times. “Wd know
they will pay when they can,”
one landlord, who has more than
1d us.

It may be stated on reliable
authority that the County Board
of Supervisors, at least a sturdy
group who seem unafraid of po-
litical retaliation, are making 2
sincere effort to effect reductions
wherever .possible in the salary
lists of county employes.

Some of'the salary lists of 1930
have been made publjc, and the
Supervisors have obtained 1929
lists. Some of the complete lists,
it is said, show unexpected earn-
ings of certain high-salaried offi-
cials in the yway of fees, and nat-
urally an attempt is being made
to use the financial shears a little
more liberally on these than on
the lower salaried and “un-feed”
employes. |
